The exact time of birth
If you plan to consult an astrologer using your birth time for a personal consultation based on your specific moment of birth, a time wherein the ‘quality’ of time has become imbued within your life essence, then you will need your exact time of birth. If you plan to have a conversation about the specific patterns that exist between you and another person, as opposed to what your scripts regarding relating entail, then you need your exact time of birth and that of the other person, after all there are millions of people born all over the world on any given day and it would be good to have an idea of which one of them has shown up in your life! If you plan to explore the spatial dimension of your life, then you need your exact time of birth, and if you plan to use astrology for specific timing issues (contracts/ moving/ career/ starting or ending relationships), then you need your exact time of birth. 
No exact time of birth.
If, however, you merely seek an overview of the patterns and scripts of your life, along with an overview of the quality of time you are moving through, it may be possible to have a ‘horoscopic’ consultation, though it is likely that timing discrepancies will arise.
Other people 
Timing issues may also arise if your decisions involve other people in your life, since your chart merely depicts ‘your’ perception of reality and timing issues from your perspective. For a more comprehensive analysis, the lives of others in yours may be required. If so, the more accurate the details the clear the picture will be. Written consent will be required by those you are seeking to have in your session, unless they are under 18. 
Ask your astrologer
If you are unsure of your birth time and are unable to find your time of birth via the methods listed on another information page (medical records, family records, accurate parental memory or rectification), talk to your astrologer about how accurate your time of birth is and what exactly you are seeking from a consultation, as it may be possible to continue to use ‘horoscopic’ astrology to answer your query. If you are comfortable with a more shamanic or divinatory approach to astrology, you do not need your time of birth

Illustration of the differences in birth time

The images listed below are meant as an aide to accompany the audio I have made that outlines the issue of the birth time. The charts below depict the rising of Aries over Dublin on the 21st March 2017 between 06:30 GMT and 07:18am, which takes 48 minutes. Please note the significant difference in the look and feel of the charts. This means that it takes just under two minutes for one degree to rise. This may not sound much, but it can throw out the timing of a slow moving transit by a year or indeed a progression by longer. Moreover, if you look at the visual image of how far the Sun and Saturn ‘appear’ to move during that time, the Sun rises over Dublin at 06:30 but has moved to central Iceland by 07:18am. 
If you compare that to the rising of Libra on the same day at 18:27 (on page 3) you will see that Libra takes two hours and fifty four minutes to rise, as the next sign of the zodiac, Scorpio, rises at 21:21. It therefore takes five and a half minutes for one degree to rise. This means that there is a little more flexibility for those born during certain times in the day and times in the year. 
It takes five minutes for the Sun to travel about 50 miles. 
Since the ‘angles’ of a chart (the red cross within the spokes of the chart) time relationships/ contracts; body; career; property/ home issues, if you are planning to use astrology for timing purposes involving those issues, then you need to be conscious of the bigger margin of error using an approximate time of birth. 
If you are merely looking for a general feel of the patterns within your approximate time of birth and the astrologer has a ‘good’ feel for which sign you are born under (keeping in mind that the sign that RISES is the sign you are born under), then you can gain something from a consultation. If you are not interested in specific timings or using astrology for locational work, this will be okay. However, if you are seeking to consult for specific timing issues, obtaining the time of birth from the hospital records (if you do not have access to an accurate time of birth from your parents) or using the rectification process will be essential. Without, much can be gained and much will be missing too! The more accurate your time of birth, the more accurate the information, providing your astrologer is also well qualified to interpret your chart! 
You can use astrology without a birth time, using a more divinatory approach, if you prefer to go down that route. 


The Morning of the 21st March 2017

Please note the visual differences in the positions of the glyphs inside the colour band. 
21st March 2017 06:30

The white line refers to the rising of the Sun over Ireland at 6:30am. Note how far the Sun has ‘moved’ in five minutes in the image below, taken at 6:35am.


21st March 2017 06:35

Compare the white line of the Sun Rising at 6:35am to 7:18am, when the sign of Taurus starts to rise. It has moved from Ireland to the middle of Iceland.

The evening of the 21st March 2017

Again, please note the differences in the chart construction over the course of the time it takes for the sign of Libra to fully rise over Ireland in March. 
21st March 18:27

The orange line refers to the setting of the Sun, which at 18:27 will be over western Wales. By 21:21 the Sun is now setting over Western Greenland. Since the planets refer to psycho-spiritual processes, there is a massive difference in the subjective interpretation of where you can experience the Shadow of your Sun pattern within these two differing times.
