

As currently practised, your birth time is of great important to the practise of consultation astrology. Did you know that an error of a little as 5 minutes in birth time can create a shift in the timing of certain issues in your life by up to 2 years or that the location of where each planet rose, set, culminated and anti-culminated will move by 105 km or 65 miles?
Whilst you can derive valuable information from a consultation without your birth time, when it comes down to specific timing issues and locational factors there is likely to be a significant challenge in accurately describing the archetypal patterns inherent in your temporal and spatial experiences therein. So if you plan in using astrology as a general guideline to understanding yourself and others, then you will not be too concerned about some timing and locational anomalies. However should you want accuracies and to use astrology as an additional tool to assist you in your decision making process, then you will need to track down as accurately as possible you time of birth. 

This can be done in the following three ways: 

1. Check your birth certificate (Not applicable in Ireland or England)

2. If you were born in a Maternity Hospital, then you can contact the hospital’s Records department 

3. Family Records/ Parents Memory

If all the above fail to give yield your exact time of birth then there is only one option left and that is using a standard astrological technique called Rectification

What is rectification?

Rectification is a technique whereby one can obtain a “working” birth time for your life that accurately reflects your life events and thereby making it easier to assess forthcoming trends in your life. 

Whilst this technique does not always define the actual time of birth, it is in 90% of the cases within a few minutes of the actual time. 
The problem with rectification is that you need accurate data - dates mainly, but times and places can be helpful. 

Most people will remember specific dates and even times of key events. These are essential to record, but I am interested in documenting a broad spectrum of events throughout your life. 

Events often have feelings associated with them and since no generic event is ever the same it will greatly assist me if you can briefly write down some of the salient features of YOUR EXPERIENCE of each event. For example, a parent passing away after a long illness may have invoked feelings of relief, whereas the feelings accompanied the sudden and unexpected passing of a parent are totally different. Even if you can only remember a couple of major turning points in your life, please take the time to tell me a little about the experiences. 

Don’t worry if you don’t have a head for dates. The contextual information and the approximate date/ season/ year is important, so any information you can remember will greatly assist me in rectifying your birth chart. There are alternative sources for getting dates. Perhaps you have old documents or letters, perhaps you kept a diary that can help you retrieve this data. Any information you can remember will greatly assist me in rectifying your birth chart. 

If you have a concrete time frame in which you were born, say within an hour, then all I need is five or so events and some brief commentary about the events. If the time span in wider, say morning time, then I will need 12 or so events. However if you have no idea, it is best that you fill out everything on the form and provide for me as much context as you can. 
Please note that all information given will be kept confidential.

This procedure can be a lengthy one for both of us. If you are looking to for a cancellation appointment and need to fill out the form you will need to return it to me as soon as you can. Otherwise please return the form within ten working days of our meeting.
